Prior to 
that, he served as superintendent of the Atlanta-Decatur-
Oxford District from 1997-2005.Bishop Holston has 
served on numerous boards and committees of The 
United Methodist Church at the conference and general 
church level.  Holston served as a member of the United 
Methodist Board of Global Ministries, the Southeastern 
Jurisdictional Committee on Episcopacy, His love for 
missions has taken him around the world and gained him 
the recognition as a mission specialist. He has also 
traveled extensively as a specialist in missions to 
Uganda, Costa Rica, Haiti, Honduras, Zimbabwe, Kenya, 
India, China and Hong Kong.  Bishop Holston was a 
delegate for General Conference in 2000, 2004, 2008 
and 2012.  He served as delegate for Jurisdictional 
Conference in 1996, 2000, 2004, 2008 and 2012.  In
